This short route starts at the old railway station (1) 
where we can find the Anglès Tourist Information 

Office. There are parking areas near here, and 

boards are provided showing the routes that start 

from the town of Anglès. 

 

Just on the other side of the road, we can see the 

group of houses, canals and factories that made up 

the old textile-producing area of Burés (2), which 

still retains some of the water and steam power 

systems that supplied energy to the factories. 
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Behind the Office we find the Cuc area, which has a 

number of interesting architectural sights. 

 

 
 

The route begins with the cycle lane, going towards 

the sports area. When we have passed this, we 

cross the Osor river, very close to the point where it 

meets the river Ter. We cross by a narrow bridge 

from the old Girona-to-Olot railway line. 

 

 The Greenway takes us directly to the village of La 

Cellera de Ter, where we need to cross the road, 

carefully, into the village.

workers' houses, the factory, canals, etc.  Behind the 

Office we find the Cuc area, which has a number of 

interesting architectural sights.
