the route at the Blanes Tourist Informatip_p,.ﬂﬁice,

which is in the Avinguda Catalunya, then heading
south to the end of this avenue. Here we will find the
first signpost showing us the way to Tordera.From
here we can take a detour, following the sea-front
promenade, to reach the mouth of the Tordera (3),
some 2250 m away, from where we can see this
delta area.




De From the town of Blanes to the town of Tordera,
the route is indicated with white and red painted
markings, which represent the GR 92 Sender
Mediterrani (Mediterranean Path)

We follow these marks along the Avinguda
Catalunya, going north, until we come out of the
Blanes urban area and then cross the BV-6001 and
B-682 roads, both of which go from Blanes to

Malgrat, and which have heavy traffic.

Before we reach Tordera we will be able to enjoy
many views over the river Tordera (4). We need to
pay special attention before we reach Tordera, as
the path goes along the N-II for some 100 m. At this
point the traffic is heavy and dangerous. We should
take care, and take the first path on the right after
the bridge. We then continue straight on until

reaching the town.

The path goes through the town, and emerges by
the cemetery. At this point we leave the Sender
Mediterrani, with its white and red marks;.and follow
another path, the Cami de la Tordera, which is
indicated with wooden posts that have a green
plaque (we will find a signpost that indicates the fork
of the two paths).

The path passes over the middle of the Lake of Can
Torrent (5), and, approximately 3 km on, over

another lake, in this case th_e Lake of La Julia (6).

Both are signposted. We need to pay attention here,
as between the Lake of Can Torrent and the Lake of
La Julia the path crosses the road from Hostalric to
Tordera and carries heavy traffic.

Some metres further on, we will pass by the church
of Sant Vicenc¢ (7) and, now reaching the end of the
section, the path borders the town of Fogars de la
Selva and leads to the parish church of Sant
Cebria de Fogars (8).
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
