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Hostalric - Viabrea: "Next departure: The Mountains"
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We begin the route at the historic town of Hostalric
(1), which has an important cultural and mediaeval
heritage, notably its Fortress. We can see the

information board showing the Grans Camins de

I'Aigua in front of the Torre dels Frares, very close to
Hostalric's Tourist Office and to the Town Hall. To
begin the route, we need too leave the town
following the Via Romana path in the direction of the

sports area and the Riera d'Arbucies Park (2), which
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is another PEIN (Area of Natural Interest) site. At
this point we find the first signpost, where we need
to head towards Sant Celoni and Viabrea. We follow
the blue and yellow marks of the Via Augusta path
through the industrial estate, nearing the river
Tordera.

The next sign is after we have crossed the Tordera
for the first time. Here we need to take care to follow
the marks for the Via Augusta path, which are
difficult to see, and continue in the direction of Sant
Celoni and Viabrea on a broad path that runs

parallel to the AP-7 motorway.

At several places on the route the path passes
alongside the Tordera (3) and crosses it. We need to
take care when crossing the Tordera at rainy times,

even if doing so over stepping stones etc.

When we have gone some 2000 m parallel to the
motorway, we find the marshlands of Llobateres (4),
where we can see birds of the area from the hides.
We go on, parallel to the motorway, and will come to
a crossing with a signpost that shows us the way to
Viabrea. At this point we leave the blue and yellow
marks and start to follow the red and white marks of
the GR 83, the Cami del Nord path.

When we have crossed over the river we must then
cross the road that links Hostalric and Sant Celoni,
which has heavy traffic, to finally arrive at Viabrea

station.
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The route begins at Viabrea station (currently under
construction). We need to cross the tracks and go in
the direction of the road from Hostalric to Sant
Celoni (C-35). When crossing it, we need to be
careful, as it has heavy traffic. We follow the red and

white marks of the long route Cami del Nord.

A few metres after crossing the Tordera, we come
to a crossing with a signpost showing the way to
Hostalric. At this point we leave the red and white
marks and follow the blue and yellow marks of the

Via Augusta path.

For much of this route we will be walking alongside
the Tordera (1), which we will cross twice. We need

to be especially careful when crossing the Tordera at

times of heavy rain.

After walking for some time parallel to the motorway,
we come to the .LIobateres wetlands area (4),
where we can watch the birds of the area from the
hides.

Before arriving at Hostalric, the path goes through
the park of the Arbucies river (2), which is a PEIN

(Area of Natural Interest) area.

At the end of the route we arrive at the town of
Hostalric (3), which has an important mediaeval

heritage.
