We begin the route in front of Lloret de Mar's Sea 

Museum, where there is an information board 

showing the Grans Camins de l'Aigua. To take this 

route, we need to follow the red and white GR marks 

of the Sender Mediterrani (Mediterranean Path). We 

take the sea-front promenade, going north, at the 

end of which we find a signpost.. 

 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

    

Having begun the route, just before taking the Camí 

de Ronda pathway, we find a sign indicating the 

Turó Rodó (1), which is a collection of 

archaeological remains, 5 minutes walk away off the 

path. At this same point we can see the Castle of 
En Plaja (2), which is a private property. 

 

 From the Castle of En Plaja, the route follows the 

Camí de Ronda path, over the area's cliffs and little 

coves, where the views are especially pretty. 

 
 

 
 

 

Shortly before reaching Tossa de Mar, the path 

passes by the Torre dels Moros (4), an ancient 

watchtower, used to prevent raids by pirates. It is 

less than 5 minutes walk away, and is indicated by 

signs. 

 

 Having now reached the start of Tossa de Mar, the 

path passes in front of the archaeological remains of 

the Roman Villa of Ametllers (5). 
 

 
 

This section of the route finishes at the other end of 

Tossa de Mar, near a very large pine tree known as 

the Pi de Can Martí (6). A few metres from this area 

is Tossa de Mar's well known Sa Riera Park de (7), 
which we can visit on finishing the walk. 

 

 Take note that this is not a route that is suitable for 

cyclists.
